Marmaris Yacht Marina is located on the narrow strip of
land that connects Yildiz Adasi to the mainland, in what
is known as Yalanci1 Bogaz (False or Liar’s channel)
because although it appears navigable from a distance, in
fact it is crossed by a narrow bar that prevents passage.
Yacht Marina is one of the largest marinas in Turkey,
with 650 in-water berths and an enormous yard that can
accommodate over 1,000 boats. The marina operates 3
travel lifts of 50, 70 and 330 tons, and there are several
large hangars where work can be carried out under cover.
